Chairman Arthur Goddard called the meeting to order at 7:00 P.M, Members present: Andre Reynolds, Ron
Sabransky, Jennifer West and Tracie Zamiska. Also present: Paul Kowalczyk, Building Commissioner and Andrew
Blackley, City Enginecer.

Cedar Center Lot Split — Chairman Goddard stated that the existing P.P.#704-23-003 will be split to create four (4)
separate lots; A, B, C and D that is displayed on the plat dated October 6, 2011, Paul Kowalczyk stated that initially
the intent was to have one owner for all the parcels at Cedar Center. Last year Gordon Food Services purchased a
parcel at the western end of the site that was split off, From the existing parcel, Bob Evans Farms has proposed to
split off a portion and purchase the land to build a restavrant. Parcel “A” will be owned by the Coral Company
which will be the bulk of the Phase I Development, Parcel “C’ will be the Bob Evans site. The remainder will be
parcel “D” which will be the area behind the Bob Evans site. The last will be Parcel “B” by Warrensville Center
Road. Bob Evans Farms, The Coral Company and the City of South Euclid will be seeking variances from the
Board of Zoning Appeals on October 25, 2011 regarding lot area, frontage and sign issues. After some discussion
Chairman Goddard made a motion to approve the lot split of existing parcel P.P. 704-23-003 into Parcel “A” of
7.105 acres, Parcel “B” of 0.784 acres, Parcel “C” of 0.722 acres, and Parcel “D” of 1.842 acres. Seconded by Mr,
Reynolds. All ayes. Motion approved. (5-0-0)

Bob Evans (Cedar Center) — Scott Kelley and Todd Keyser representing Bob Evans Farms, were present, Chairman
Goddard stated that Bob Evans wants to own the land and build a restaurant. The reports were received from the
Police and Fire Departments and City Engineer Andrew Blackley, Mr. Blackley addressed the comments that he
included in his report. After some discussion Chairman Goddard made a motion to approve the site plan for Bob
Evans on the newly created lot Parcel “C” of the Cedar Center property with the following conditions:

1. The City Engineer’s comments in the report dated October 12, 2011 shall be addressed on the plans submitted
Jor permitting to the satisfaction of the City Engineer.

2. The Traffic Commissioner’s comments in the report dated October 4, 2011 regarding the placement of a stop
sign at the egress north of the building where the parking lot exits into the main ingress/egress shall be
addressed to the satisfaction of the Traffic Commissioner and the ARB.

a. The direction signage within the Bob Evans site shall be consistent with the directional signage utilized

throughout the Cedar Center site.
b. Painting directional signage on the interior road / parking surface shall not be permitted.

3. Resolution of any conflicts shall be vesolved with the consistent application of the Purpose / Intent of the Cedar

Center District. The final resolution determination shall be according to the interpretation of the Purpose /

Intent of the Cedar Center District by the respective City's Departmental expert (e.g. City Engineer, Cify

Traffic Commissioner, City Fire Chief, City Building Commissioner, City Zoning Administrator, etc.),
Seconded by Ms. West. All ayes. Motion approved. (5-0-0). The location of the bike rack will be looked at by Ms.
Zamiska, She will communicate via e-mail with Mr. Kelley and Mr. Keyser,

Oakwood Commons — Chris Goodrich, vice president of First Inferstate 1.td, was present. Chairman Goddard asked
Mr. Blackley to go over his comments in his report regarding the site improvements. The commissioners asked
questions and discussed the report at length, After the discussion, Chairman Goddard made a motion to approve
the site plan for Oakwood Commons, at 1516 Warrensville Center Road with the following conditions.

1. The City Engineer’s comments in the repovi dated September 30, 2011 shall be addressed on the plans
submitted for permitting to the satisfaction of the City Engineer.

2. Resolution of any conflicts shall be resolved with the consistent application of the Purpose / Intent of
the Oakwood Development Agreement. The final resolution determination shall be according to the
interpretation of the Purpose / Intent of the Oakwood Development Agreement by the respective City’s
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Departmental expert (e.g. City Engineer, City Traffic Commissioner, City Fire Chief, City Building
Commissioner, City Zoning Administrator, etc.).
. Seconded by Ms. West. All ayes. Motion approved. (5-0-0)

Chairman Goddard made a motion to approve the minutes from the August 25, 2011 meeting. Seconded by Mr.
Sabransky. All ayes. Minutes approved. (3-0-0} (Ms. Zamiska and Ms. West stepped out of the room for a few
moments.)

Chairman Goddard adjourned the meeting at 9:15 PM.
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
