COURT TO AUTHORIZE THE ESTABLISHMENT OF “THE
CITY OF SOUTH EULCID PARKING VIOLATIONS BUREAU”
PURSUANT TO ORC 4521.04 (A)(1); AND

DECLARING AN EMERGENCY.

WHEREAS, the Council of the City of South Euclid has passed Ordinance 11-12 thereby
decriminalizing all parking violations in the city pursuant to RC 4521; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to RC 4521.04(A)(1) the legislative authority of the municipal
corporation may request the municipal court having jurisdiction over the municipal corporation
to authorize the municipal corporation to establish a parking violations bureau to handle all
parking infractions oceurring within the territory of the municipal corporation, including parking
infractions that are violations of ordinances, resolutions, or regulations of the municipal
corporation; and

WHEREAS, the South Fuclid Municipal Court has jurisdiction over the territory of the
municipal corporation known as the City of South Euclid.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of South Euclid, Ohio:

Section 1: That pursuant to RC 4521.04(A)(1) the Council of the City of South Euclid,
being the legislative authority for the municipal corporation hereby requests the South Euclid
Municipal Court to authorize the establishment of “The City of South Euclid Parking Violations
Bureau” to handle all parking infractions occurring within the territory of the City of South
Euclid, including parking infractions that are violations of ordinances, resolutions, or regulations
of the City of South Euclid.

Section 2: That the Council of the City of South Euclid hereby authorizes and directs the
Clerk of Council to file this Resolutien with the Clerk of the South Euclid Municipal Court
requesting the South Buclid Municipal Court to authorize the establishment of “The South Euclid
Parking Violations Burean™

Section 3: That is hereby found and determined that all formal actions of this Council
concerning and relating to the passage of this Resolution were adopted in an open meeting of this
Council, and that all deliberations of this Council and any of its committees on or after
November 25, 1975, that resulted in such formal action were in meetings open to the public in
compliance with all legal requirements, including Section 121.22 of the Ohio Revised Code,
