• Mike Daugherty, 4508 Ammon Road stated that he understands that everyone is under the gun 
because of the economy and that less than three years ago the residents passed an income tax 
increase and now you want to take away the tax credit. He stated that in the course of four years, it 
has increased 167% and this continues the trend of revenue being placed on people doing the 
work and its getting difficult to balance what I’m paying in Cleveland.   He asked what happens if 
the City collects the $500,000 this year and $1 million next year and then what happens when the 
credit goes away on January 1,2012. 

 
• Kevin Ignaciak, 3850 Princeton, commented on the affecting foreclosures and that he read the 

article in the newspaper regarding the rollback, that the city will lose $300,000 in income tax and 
$800,000 in housing taxes this year.  Mr. Ignaciak asked that Council consider discounting the 
rollback to match the expected losses.
